P R A C T I C A L  S U G G E S T I O N S

Below are some practical suggestions for priest celebrants during the fall to prepare themselves and the faithful for
the third edition of the Roman Missal:
• Discontinue singing and reciting Christ has died since this response to the Mystery of Faith will no longer be part of

the Order of Mass with the third edition of the Roman Missal.
• Make use of the given introductions to the Penitential Act and the Lord’s Prayer as a way of getting into the habit

of using only what is in the Order of Mass, since the third edition of the Roman Missal only provides a single
introduction text for each.

• Plan now on the use of a commentator for the Sundays of Advent to alert the faithful to page numbers or pew
cards to assist them in praying with the new texts.
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
